Michael Hames-García is Chair and Associate Professor of Ethnic Studies at the University of Oregon and Director of the Center for Race, Ethnicity, and Sexuality Studies. Moya, of Reclaiming Identity: Realist Theory and the Predicament of Postmodernism (California 2000) and, with Linda Martín Alcoff, Paula Moya, and Satya Mohanty, of Identity Politics Reconsidered (Palgrave 2006).  He is currently completing two projects, a book provisionally titled Identity Complex: Gender, Race, and Sexuality from Oz to Abu Ghraib and a collection co-edited with Ernesto Martínez, provisionally titled Gay Latino Studies: A Critical Reader.  He will speak on work he is currently doing on television serials.

Colleen Lye is an Associate Professor of English at the University of California, Berkeley, where she teaches courses in Asian American Studies, Marxist critical theory, and postcolonial theory. She is the author of America's Asia: Racial Form and American Literature, 1893-1945 (Princeton, 2005) and co-editor, with Christopher Bush, of Forms of Asia, a special issue of Representations (Vol. 99, Summer 2007). Her most recent essays reflect on problems of method in Asian American literary studies in the age of transnationalism.  On the occasion of the 40th anniversary of the SF State strike for a third world college, she will reflect on the origins of ethnic studies and the distance we have come.
