4. Stalking is harmful and intrusivefl Stalking
victims often lose time from work, school or activities,
and some even relocate to regain a sense of safety.
Many suffer anxiety, insomnia, and severe depression

as a result of being stalked.

5. Anyone can be stalkedfi not just celebritiesii
The vast majority of stalking victims are ordinary
people. Furthermore, most stalkers are not strangers,

but are known by their victim.

6. Stalking can occur during a relationship, after a
