Keep residence hall room 
doors locked at all times, 
this means when you are 
asleep or awake, un-
wanted people can come 
in your room anytime if 
the door is not locked.

Don't allow rationality to 
override your "sixth sense" 
- it could be alerting you 
of danger. 

If you are out at a party,  
watch your drinks and do 
not leave them unat-
tended.  

Walk with confidence-
show that you're aware 
and in control.   

Get to know where the 
emergency phones are 
(hint: they have blue lights 
on the top).   

When walking at night 
stay on lit walkways and 
walk with a friend.  

Students should report any 
suspicious-looking indi-
viduals or any unusual 
incidents to 
the residence 
life staff or to 
the university 
police.  
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What is the RED ZONE?? 
     The RED ZONE refers to 
the critical and dangerous 
time when sexual assaults 
and rapes are most likely to 
occur for first year college 
women on campuses nation 
wide.   

When is the RED ZONE? 
     The RED ZONE begins at 
the start of the semester and 
continues until approxi-

mately the first semester 
break.  During this time, stu-
dents are vulnerable while 
adjusting to college life. 

How does a campus pre-
vent this problem from 
occurring? 
There are two approaches: 

The 1st approach requires 
men to change a percep-
tion of social beliefs and 
misconceptions about 

their right of passage—
the belief that it is per-
missible for a male indi-
vidual to sexually assault 
a female individual. 

The 2nd approach is for 
women to take a more 
proactive stance in their 
self-protection instead 
thinking ―it won’t happen 
to me‖

Friendly,  knowledgeable and 
helpful staff that are dedicated to 
providing service to students and oth-
ers.

myriad of issues that affect 
women.  Office files contain infor-
mation ranging from career 
choices to pregnancy options to 
violence against women.  Phone 
numbers, addresses, and services 
provided by local and national 
organizations are available.  

The lounge (room 135) is avail-
able for study, relaxation and 
quiet conversation. It is open Mon-
day through Friday from 8:00a.m. 
to 4:30 p.m. Often volunteers 
extend the hours Monday 
through Thursday until 6:30 p.m. 
The lounge can be reserved for 
group meetings.  Priority is 
given to those working on pro-
jects dealing with women's is-
sues.
